A local literacy project that provides books for children (ages birth to Kindergarten) to build a library of their own.
These books are made possible through a Reading is Fundamental Grant and matching funds from Smart Start,
United Way and private contributions. Book distributions occur 3 times a year in child care facilities, PreK class-
rooms and Kindergarten classrooms, as well as in the community. Children have an opportunity to select their own
books. Each book distribution is combined with an activity to encourage children to read.
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Raising A Reader

Each week, Raising A Reader children bring home a sturdy red bag filled with four higjuality, developmentally
appropriate, mul ticul tural chil drends books. Over t e co
of titles, providing them with both a mirror reflecting their own world and a window to the world beyond. Through

initial training and ongoing support, Raising A Reader parenis even those with limited English proficiency or low

literacy skills learfi how to engage their children in storytelling with picture books. The program includes an intro-

duction to the public library, setting up families for a lifetime of book enjoyment.

This nationally acclaimed program combines the teaching of literacy skills with child development and family em-
powerment issues. Parents and children learn to use the power of language to discover more about themselves, th
families, and their communities.

Motheread participants learn to be story readers, writers, and tellers in a group structure that supports their own senge
